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The 10th Permanent Military Court PMC, which was convened on Friday June 30th 2000, was the shortest yet in terms of duration and the number of sentences handed down?

Unlike the former court sessions, Friday's convened in the afternoon and was adjourned at 19:50.  At 22:30 thirty sentences were out ranging from release to seven years and six months.  Many sentences were combined with fines and restraint.

No allegations of torture were on record.
