FHHRL'S REPORT # 16

The Permanent Military Court (PMC)  held its 12th session on Wednesday July 5 to try the members of former South Lebanon Army (SLA) and Lebanese civilians charged with entering Israel and collaborating with the enemy.

The session, the shortest yet, started by trying Imad Hani Sa'sou' in camera, then passed to examine in public the charges against the rest.  62 files were adjourned to dates in August and September.  Most of the defendants underlined the intimidation factors adminitered by the Israeli agents and highlighted their desperate economic needs which propelled them to enlist in the SLA , "the only employment available," as many said.  They emphasized that they were not engaged in any active operations against the army or the Islamic Resistance.
