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The 13th session of the Permanent Military Court passed sentences on 19 defendants.  The session, which was held throughout Friday, July 9, 2000, witnessed serious defence by some private lawyers.  For its part, the FHHRL regrets that one important revelation by Said Muhammad Wehbeh did not attract the attention of the bench. "In 1990 we were told that something happened in the Hujayr district.  We set to the valley down below where we had 22 Israeli (soldiers) waiting for us.  We were ordered to comb the  site and we ran into the bodies of three members of the (Islamic) resistance. Ibrahim as-Sayyid drew his gun and fired right through the head of one of the three dead persons which we found out to be a woman."  The issue was not investigated further by the court.

Some two hours after closing the session, the following sentences were handed down.
